Spanish 30! ig designed to provide review and eynthesie of bagic grammatical and syntactical
concepts presented in previoug courges. The acquisition and understanding of more
sophisticated structureg and concepts will also be emphasized. The four basic kills—reading,
writing, listening and gpeaking—uwill receive equal attention. Taking advantage of the full
immergion experience here in Guanajuato we will etress vocabulary acquisition ag well ag ful
participation in all program activitieg.

v Recognize bagic literary concepte ag an introduction towards a more analytical
approach to literary texts.

v" Refine our empathy in order to congtruct a gave space where all of ug feel welcome.

o remember that all the activities will be conducted in Spanich and that an
attempt at communication ie more important than perfection

> Quizzeg (Pruebas 8 x 50 = 400 puntog)

There will be 8 and you have to be in elass to take them.

> Dortfolio (Portafolio 3 x 50 =150 puntos)
The portfolio is a purposeful collection of student work that exhibite the student’s
progresg in the clags. Thig assignment congiste on 3 activities to be done at home and

graded twice: ' draft during the courge and final version at the end of the courge.

> Oral Pregentation (Pregentacion Oral 150 puntog)
Thig oral pregentation congigts on a group of two tudente who will deliver a short joint

pregentation in clage about a cultural topic.
